BGSR Study Guide
This study guide is to help all BGSR referees ensure that they have the basic knowledge to make the proper decisions on the field.   It would also help improve your test score if you review it prior to taking the recertification exam.  The BGSR Executive Board has decided to require completion of this by all referees prior to receiving game assignments.  You can turn it in at any regular meeting, and will receive it back at the same meeting.   You are encouraged to look up the answers, and may write down the references, if you like.  After receiving your study guide back, you are strongly encouraged to look up and write down the references to all the questions you miss.   There will only be references in one or two of the three books for each question.  For all questions describing a situation that might include misconduct, describe both how you would deal with the misconduct, as well as any foul and restart that could be required.
